B.S. MECHANICAL ENGINEERING Department of Ocean and Mechanical Engineering

For graduation, students must obtain a grade of “C” or better in each mathematics course, each
science course, and each Mechanical Engineering core course. Students must obtain a 2.0 GPA
in all Mechanical Engineering courses attempted.

The department maintains a flowchart that lists all of the coursework required in the program
which is reviewed with the student on a regular basis by the Undergraduate advisor. The
students are required to meet with their advisor each semester before registration for classes.
Failure to maintain satisfactory progress in the program will initiate review by the Department.

For students participating in the Cooperative Education Program, industry supervisors will

evaluate students on content knowledge, communication skills, and critical thinking skills.

Possible outcomes for a student who receives an unsatisfactory evaluation include repeating
principles. Students will recognize and apply concepts, principles, and theories in
mathematics (including differential and integral calculus, differential equations, and matrix
theory); Physics; Chemistry; the core Mechanical Engineering courses (statics,
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using an evaluation instrument developed for this purpose. This is done for both
courses in the design sequence. Students receiving an unsatisfactory evaluation in EML 4521



Engineering Design will not be allowed to continue into EML 4551 Design Project and will be
required to restart the sequence in a following semester.
